1. Langues et Identité: Losing a language directly results in the loss of cultural identity.
2. Tourisme Durable: Economic benefits of tourism should always prioritize over preserving cultural and environmental heritage in the OECO region.
3. Éducation Bilingue: Bilingual education (Creole and the official language) should be mandatory in all OECO countries.
4. Changement Climatique: Caribbean countries hold equal responsibility as major nations in combating global climate change.
5. Diaspora caribéenne: The Caribbean diaspora has a greater role to play in the development of the OECO region than local governance.
6. Musique et Culture: Caribbean music genres are the most influential tools in promoting OECO's cultural and linguistic diversity on a global stage.
7. Santé Mentale: Mental health remains an unnecessarily taboo topic in Caribbean societies, hindering effective healthcare.
8. Agriculture et Autonomie Alimentaire: Agroecology is the only sustainable solution to strengthen food autonomy in OECO countries.
9. L'Impact des Réseaux Sociaux: Social media platforms enhance Caribbean identity more than they dilute it.
10. Intégration Régionale: Economic, social, and political integration is the only path forward for OECO countries to ensure sustainable growth.
More general subjects:
11. Technologie et Vie Privée: Technological companies have a right to collect personal data as it drives innovation and economic growth.
12. Éthique de l'Intelligence Artificielle: AI decisions in sensitive sectors like healthcare and security are more reliable than human decisions.
13. Égalité des Genres au Travail: Workplace gender equality is a social construct rather than a measurable reality.
14. Migration: National security concerns should always override migrant rights.
15. Économie Circulaire: A fully circular economy is an unrealistic goal in a consumer-driven global market.
16. Végétarisme et Environnement: Adopting a vegetarian or vegan diet is the most effective way to combat climate change.
17. Éducation en Ligne: Online education offers a richer and more comprehensive learning experience than traditional in-person teaching.
18. Impact des Médias: Traditional media outlets have a more significant role in molding public opinion than social media platforms.
19. Médecine Traditionnelle vs Médecine Moderne: Traditional medicine offers more holistic healthcare solutions compared to modern medicine.
20. Économie vs Écologie: Sustainable environmental practices and economic growth are mutually exclusive /  Economic growth and sustainable environmental measures cannot coexist.
21. Transgender Athletes in Sports: Transgender women should be allowed to compete in women's sports categories.
22. Sex Education : Sex education  should not be allowed at school /Schools are not the appropriate venue for teaching sex education./ Parents, not schools, should be responsible for discussing sexuality with their children./Sex education in schools is not aligned with certain cultural or religious beliefs./Comprehensive sex education should be a mandatory part of the curriculum in all schools.

23. Reparation  - It is simply too late to pay reparations for the horrors and legacy of slavery. At the very least an apology should be made./Companies that benefited from slavery should contribute to a reparations fund./Individuals shouldn't be held financially responsible for the sins of their ancestors./Reparations should be considered a human rights imperative, not just an economic or social justice issue.

24. Appearance: People should be allowed to wear whatever they want wherever they are. /Dress code regulations infringe upon personal freedoms and self-expression. 


25. Bullying: Parents of bullies should be held responsible for their child's actions.


26. Terminally illness: Families should have the final say in medical decisions if the terminally ill patient is unable to communicate their wishes.
